Functional Overview:

My project is essentially UberEats, but dedicated towards homemade foods. The mission is to essentially provide easy access for college students to find food that is healthier, cheaper, and reminiscent of family meals. It also gives opportunities for aspiring chefs to showcase their food, without the risk and hassle of opening up a restaurant. The website will be designed with four main buttons: a home button which shows food options and favorites, a map button that will show where these foods are, a favorite button which shows a list of user purchases, and an about us button that details what Homefoods is. The user can create an account to keep track of their purchases, favorites, and reviews.

Design Testing Results:

Changes:
1. I’ve made it so that users can create accounts without having to input their credit card information - that way they can favorite or browse options that may interest them later on
2. I made it so that you can view the details of the food places on the home page before actually clicking on it (drop-down menu)
3. I made the favorite food places appear on top rather than on the bottom, allowing users easier access.
4. I made another search bar within the search button so users can find specific food places
