Functional Overview: This website helps you keep an inventory of the items in your closet, sorted based on the style, color, sizes, etc. of each piece. After you add in your closet, you can search for listed items based on filters and keywords, and the website will return matching results. Each user will have an account associated with their closet, so you must sign up and log in for My Closet Inventory, but you can add friends and search through their closets.

6. Profile and info page

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Design Testing Results (tested by Kelly Wang and Maxine Zhang)
-needed a JOIN NOW button on the sign up section
-ask for username in sign up so users can log in without their full name/profile 
-separate between men’s and women’s closets (dresses, formal attire, heels, etc.)
-returned, donated, lost clothes have to leave the closet database
-make certain filters/specifications optional so users can add items without filling out everything
